     High blood pressure is called òthe silent kill-
eró because often there are no symptoms. Your 
numbers are often your only warning. Systolic 
pressure is the top number which measures the 
pressure of blood in the vessels when the heart 
beats. Diastolic pressure is the bottom number 
which measures the pressure between beats 
when the heart relaxes. Normal blood pressure 
levels for an adult are less the 120/80. 
     Elevated blood pressure is the major risk 
factor for stroke and heart attack which are 
leading killers of both woman and men in the 
USA, accounting for more that a million deaths 
annually. However, high blood pressure is 
modifiable and can be prevented by lifestyle 
change and, if needed, controlled by medica-
tions and diet. 
     The Parish Nursing Ministry offers free 
blood pressure screening after each Sunday 
morning worship on the second Sunday of the 
month. Screenings are confidential and educa-
tional material regarding a healthy heart is 
available. We have a pediatric cuff also, so this 
can be a family endeavor!

                                     The ashes can also 

remind us that we are new in Christ, we are on 

a journey to become more like Him, and we 

are part of the family of God. It should be a 

time of renewal, a refreshing time to know we 

are His, a time of celebration. 

     It is also known as a time of fasting and 

abstinence. I¬m sure we¬ve all heard the stories 

of people giving up something for Lent just to 

realize they didn¬t really like it to begin with!  

Most of the time it¬s broccoli, sardines, or 

mom¬s worst menu ever. Some who are seri-

ous might give up chocolate or a certain food 

or drink. Many of us don¬t really think of giving 

up anything for the 40-day period anymore. It¬s 

like a New Year¬s resolution; we are never able 

to succeed even for the 40 days.     

     Maybe this year you could go to Christ in 

prayer and ask Him what He might like you to 

do for the 40 days. It may be more time with 

Him in prayer, more time in the Word, more 

time with your family. Seek Him and He will 

reveal to you what you can do that will bring 

you closer to Him. Beware: once He reveals 

this to you, you have the choice to please Him 

or just walk away.
